Dear Mr. Sola:
Pursuant to Florida Open Records law, Fla. Stat. §119.01 et. seq., I write to request copies of the following public documents: 

1) All documents regarding voter registration applicants who have not be added to the voter registration rolls because the State has been unable to verify the applicant’s driver’s license number, social security number, or Florida identification number listed on his or her voter registration application (collectively “identification number”) with a record in a statewide database. 

2) All documents, including but not limited to correspondence, directives, and recommendations, regarding instructions, training materials, and written policies and procedures related to the processing of voter registration applications on which the State is unable to verify the applicant’s identification number, including but not limited to: 

a. All documents relating to circumstances under which a Supervisor of Elections (“Supervisor) must place an applicant on “hold” status for lack of verification of their identification number

b. All documents relating to circumstances under which a Supervisor may override an applicant’s “hold” status and add the applicant to the voter rolls; 

c. All documents relating to procedures that Supervisors should follow if an applicant appears at the polls on Election Day with documentation verifying his or her identifying number;

d. All documents relating to procedures that Supervisors should follow for determining whether a provisional ballot cast by a voter whose identification number has not been verified, should be counted; and 

e. All documents relating to individuals whose identification number has not been verified who requested absentee ballots.

3) All documents related to provisional ballots cast on September 5, 2006 by voters whose identification number was not verified.

I request that this information be sent to me by September 27, 2006.  If you do not have the information described in this public records request, or refuse to provide it, Chapter 119 requires you to advise me in writing, indicating the applicable exemption within the Public Records Act on which you rely.  Also, please state with particularity the reasons for your decision not to provide copies of documents, as required by Section 119.07(d).  If the exemption you are claiming only applies to a portion of the requested records, please redact that portion and provide copies of the remaining records, pursuant to Section 119.07(1)(b).  

I request that if possible these documents be produced electronically.  Furthermore, if producing these documents will cost more than $100, please verify with me prior to incurring these costs.  I can be reached at jmaranzano@advancementproject.org or at 202-728-9557 ext. 315.
